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DIRECTIONS TO THE SHOW HALL: FROM THE SOUTH(Texas) on I-35 take the Shields Exit just north of 

Moore. Go south on Shields to SW 79
th

 St. turn East (right) on 79
th

.  Drive to the end of the road.  Turn left into ARC 

parking lot.   FROM THE NORTH (Kansas) on I-35 take the I- 240 exit going West stay on the far right lane and take 

the Shields exit.  Turn left on Shields across the highway.  Turn left at the first light just after the overpass.  This is 74
th

 

St. and it becomes the I-35 frontage road.  Stay on the frontage road and follow it around the bend.  ARC is first building 

on your right.  FROM THE EAST (Arkansas) on I- 240 take the Shields exit (just past the I-35/240 intersection) go 

South(left) on Shields to the frontage road going east(left).  Follow road around bend to the first large building on your 

right.  FROM THE WEST (Amarillo) on I-240 take the Shields exit stay on the frontage road and follow road around the 

bend to the first large building on your right.   We will have signs out to guide you in from Shields and I-35 Service Road. 

 

CFA SHOW RULES: This is a CFA licensed show and CFA show rules will be strictly enforced.  Show rules may be 

obtained by sending $5.00 to: CFA, 260 East Main Street, Alliance, OH 44601. This is a non-vetted show.  All entries 

should be vaccinated by a licensed veterinarian against feline enteritis, feline rhinotracheitis, calici virus and rabies and 

be tested for feline leukemia before entry.  Cats must be free of fleas, ear mites, fungus and any contagious illness.  All 

claws must be clipped.  Declawed cats are not eligible for entry. No kittens under the age of 4 month will be permitted in 

the show hall. 

 

LIABILITY:  Oklahoma City Cat Club will take reasonable care to safeguard the property of exhibitors.  Neither the 

club, it’s members, nor the Animal Resource Center will be liable for any loss or damage.  No night watchman is on duty 

and cats cannot be left in the show hall overnight.  

 

SUPPLIES: Litter will be provided by the club.  Bring your own litter pans, cat food and water dishes.  A single cage is 

provided with each entry.  Single cages measure 22 x 22 x 22 and the double cage size is 22 x 22 x 45. Bring cage curtains, 

towels or sheets to hang on the inside, top and bottom of cage. 

 

ENTRIES: All fees must accompany the entry. No entry fee will be refunded for failure to bench. There will be a $35.00 

charge for returned checks.  Please inform the entry clerk if you are bringing your own cages.  Please note: One entry 

with a security cage requires the purchase of an extra ½ cage space. 

 

SCORING and AWARDS: Championship, premiership and registered kitten entries will be scored for CFA national and 

regional awards.  Ribbons and rosettes will be awarded according to CFA rules.  This show is licensed by the Cat 

Fancier’s Association, and its show rules will be strictly enforced.
